G3OS-7 Draft Actions:

1. The G3OS Sponsors recommended that the GOOS Project Office promotes and assists with the continued development of the proposed Ocean Information Technology Project described in Document 15 of the G3OS meeting, ensuring that these developments take place in full consultation with existing mechanisms such as JCOMM, the IODE, the GTS, and so on.

2. The G3OS Sponsors invited attendees to send to the GOOS Project Office by mid June 2002 any written comments they may have on the Prospectus for an Ocean Information Technology Project (Document 15 of the G3OS-7 meeting).

3. Recognising that delays in the achievement of Action G3OS-VI/3 had been in part caused by delays in receipt of information about the capacity building programmes of the IGOS Partners, the G3OS Sponsors requested the GOOS Project Office to finalise the development of an inventory of capacity building activity by the end of June 2002.

4. The G3OS Sponsors requested that the Observing Systems work under the co-ordination of the GOOS Project Office, together with the other IGOS Partners, to produce a strategy focussing on how capacity building efforts might be integrated to be more effective, thus contributing to the achievement of IGOS-P7 Action 3.

5. The Chair invites Dr Colin Summerhayes to take the lead in organizing further consultations for redrafting the Terms of Reference Doc. 06a, b & c in the light of the relevant documents submitted to the G3OS-VII Meeting and to report back to the G3OS Chair in six months.

6. Recommendations of G3OS-VII Sponsors Group Meeting regarding the report of the CEOS-SIT Chairman on Agenda Item 3.2 of the IGOS-P9

Proposal 1:     Observations are of value in understanding the scientific objectives and            


Socio-economic implications of a Theme.            

      Theme teams are not implementation teams.

For the Ocean Theme measurable objectives of impacts were never envisaged and adding them would require a modification to the IGOS process; this needs comprehensive discussion.

Proposal 2:    All of the recommendations of proposal 2 relate to the activities of those responsible for implementing observing systems components, not to the IGOS Partnership.

Proposal 3:    It is not clear what is meant by implementation of a  particular Theme   (to IGOS partners); see report of IGOS-P7.

It is not the responsibility of the IGOS Partners to identify the agencies that should be responsible for implementation.  The responsible agencies for each element of the Ocean Theme for instance are listed in the annexes to the Ocean Theme report.

Proposal 4:  Agreed

Proposal 5:  Some IGOS partners have already obtained the recognition of the  IGOS partnership and goals by their governing bodies e.g. ICSU and IOC.  It has not proved necessary to use the founding document for this purpose.
